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We are at the midpoint of the advent season and this Sunday is known as Gaudete 
Sunday (from the Latin word meaning ñrejoiceò). It is taken from the entrance antiphon 
of the Mass, ñRejoice in the Lord always; again, I say, rejoice. Indeed, the Lord is nearò. 
St. Paul reechoed it in the second reading. He said, ñBrothers and sisters rejoice in the 
Lord always. I shall say it again: rejoice! Your kindness should be known to all. (Phil. 4:4
-7) Part of our rejoicing, we light the pink/rose candle on our Advent wreath.  Why pink/
rose candle? Because it signifies joy.  
 

For St. Mary, Our Lady of Guadalupe Parish, there is really a reason to celebrate and 
rejoice because other than being Gaudete Sunday, it is also the patronal feast of the 
parish. Thanks to Bishop William Connare, the second Bishop of Greensburg, because 
he was the one who dedicated our church under the title of Our Lady of Guadalupe in 
1970. However, it is interesting to know how our church was established in Kittanning 
that evolved from the Diocese of Philadelphia to the Diocese of Pittsburgh and now in 
the Diocese of Greensburg. It started with just a missionary visiting the area. Fr. Cody 
was the first priest to offer mass in the town of Kittanning in 1847. It was celebrated in 
the home of Colonel William Sirwell. His home served also as a sanctuary for visiting 
priest. Later between 1847-1851, the mass was celebrated also in the old Academy, the 
old court house, and the homes of Henry Rush until the parish was established in 
1851 from St. Mary Parish in Freeport for 21 Catholic families. But because of the    
growing Catholic community, a permanent church was built in 1853. Ten years later,     
Fr. John Scanlon became the first resident pastor and Bishop Domenec of the Diocese 
of Pittsburgh dedicated the first St. Mary Church on October 23, 1864.  
 

In 1906, the Sisters of St. Joseph from Baden, PA and Fr. Carroll established a parochi-
al school for the Catholic community of Kittanning.  Forty-five years after, the parish     
became part of the newly created Diocese of Greensburg. Fr. Foley became the first 
pastor. He launched a building program that resulted in a new convent in 1953, a new 
rectory in 1955 and a new school in 1960. Fr. Foley began plans for a new church struc-
ture in 1961. The demolition of the original St. Mary Church began in July 2, 1962 but 
Fr. Foley died on October 3 of that same year. Msgr. Charles Guth continued the project 
with the assistance of Francis Benson. The cornerstone was set on August 18, 1963 
and the first mass was celebrated in the new church building on Palm Sunday, March 
22, 1964. The church was then dedicated on August 16, 1964 and consecrated on     
October 11, 1970 by Bishop Connare under the title of Mary as Our Lady of Guadalupe. 
 

We thank Our Lady of Guadalupe, the patron saint of our parish, as we celebrate our 
170

th
 Parish Anniversary. Personally, I thank Our Lady of Guadalupe for I was ordained 

to the priesthood 15 years ago on her feast, and she has helped me from seminary days 
until now in my priestly ministry.  
 

May Our Lady continue to accompany us in our journey and bring us closer to Her Son, 
Jesus Christ, who is the way, the truth and the life and the reason for rejoicing             
especially for the coming Christmas.
